- Keep jack clean and oiled. Front and back of rail must be kept rust free
Place the jack’s base plate on a firm level surface with the jack pointing straight up
Lift the silver lever on the lifting mechanism until it locks in the “UP” position
Raise the lifting mechanism until the nose is completely and securely under the load
The load will raise on each down stroke of the handle
When not in operation, handle should be secured in the “UP” position, parallel to the bar
With the handle in the upright position, move the silver lever on the lifting mechanism to the “DOWN” position
With both hands carefully pump the handle up and down to lower the load
the load will lower on each up stroke of the handle

N B. Caution should be used when lowering, as once there is no load on the nose of the lifting mechanism,

it will slide down to the base
